INSTALLATION NOTES

Reinforcing and Rivet Nuts: No reinforcing is necessary except on heavy doors. Reinforcement and rivet nuts are required in
the frame and door when door weight exceeds 300 pounds. Maximum door weight is 600 pounds.

Pairs of Doors with Mullions: If the mullion is between the doors, treat as a single door installation. If the mullion is behind the
doors, treat as a double door installation.

Note: Before proceeding, check to be sure that hinge is proper size. Height of hinge should be 7/8"
LESS than opening height. See page 4 for cutting instructions.
